ORDINANCE 268

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING TRUCK PARKING ON HIGHWAY 5 WITHIN THE CITY
OF ARLINGTON, MINNESOTA

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ARLINGTON, MINNESOTA TO PROMOTE THE PUBLIC
SAFETY, HEALTH AND WELFARE, HEREBY ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. NO PARKING

The City Council of the City of Arlington, Minnesota to promote the public safety, health and welfare,
hereby ordain that all truck parking along Highway 5 within city limits shall be limited to no parking for
over one (1) hour. Such no parking limits shall be designated by signage.

SECTION 2. DEFINITION

For purposes of this Ordinance, a Truck shall be defined as a motor vehicle that has a gross vehicle weight
of more than 26,000 pounds, or has a towed unit with gross vehicle weight of more than 10,000 pounds
and the combination of vehicles has a combined gross vehicle weight of more than 26,000 pounds as
contained in M.S. § 169.11, Subd. 16, as it may be amended from time to time.

SECTION 3. EXCEPTIONS
A truck may be parked temporarily along Highway 5 in excess of one (1) hour during any business day
for the purpose of loading or unloading where access to the premises is not otherwise available.

SECTION 4. ENFORCEMENT/PENALTY

Enforcement of this ordinance shall be conducted by the Arlington Police Department. Any violation of
this Ordinance shall be considered a misdemeanor punishable by the misdemeanor fines and penalties set
forth in Minnesota Statute Section 609.02, Subdivision 3, as it may be amended from time to time.

SECTION 5. EFFECTIVE DATE
This Ordinance is effective upon its adoption and publication as prescribed by law.
